The Second Coming Of Jesus

Tonight we reflect upon Jesus’ second coming… not the coming at the end of the ages, but the coming into your heart.  What is our greatest need in life?  For what purpose does Jesus come into your heart?  What power does Jesus bring into the life of a believer?  These are some of the questions we want to reflect upon this evening.
· The need for Jesus coming into your heart.

· If you were an alien from outer space and you visited our planet and watched only television commercials, what would you report back as to what earthlings view as their greatest needs?  What is the response of Jesus (see Matthew 16:26)?  

· According to the Word of God, what are our greatest needs (see Hebrews 10:19-23, Colossians 3:15, 1 Peter 1:18-21, Luke 24:45-47, Galatians 3:11)?
· The purpose of Jesus coming into your heart.

· The Words of Jesus are Spirit and Life, and they are meaningful to those who have a personal, grace relationship with Jesus Christ, having been drawn by the power of the Holy Spirit.
· Of all that Christ has done for you, what touches your heart the most at this particular time in your life (see John 5:24, John 6:35-40, John 15:5, Luke 23:32-34, 40-43)?
· Of all that Christ continues to do for you, what touches your heart the most at this particular time in your life (see Ephesians 3:16-19, Colossians 3:5-11)?
· The power of Jesus coming into your heart.
· The new life in Christ is not lived in and of our own power and strength, but Jesus gives us real power and strength to live as the redeemed and chosen people of God.
· What has Jesus promised (see John 14:25-27)?  Do those who are in Christ have a different spirit?  How does our unity and uniqueness add to the power of the testimony of who we are in Christ?
· We don’t think of service as “powerful”, but how can that be more powerful than words, and show the power of Christ (see Galatians 5:13-14)?
