Finding Contentment

Read Exodus 2:11-22 – What was the source of Moses’ being discontent?  Do you believe that Moses became content after settling down and marrying Zipporah?  What are the dangers of trying to find contentment in changing your circumstances and/or finding a person (i.e. spouse, friend), place (i.e. where to live) or thing (i.e. different car, different house, latest movie) to bring you contentment?

Read Exodus 3:1-6 – What is it about encountering the living God that can bring contentment to people?  How does the message of Christmas begin to address that fear that Moses had in the presence of God?
Luke 3:10-14 – What are some principals that Jesus lays out that lead to contentment in a person’s life?
Read 2 Corinthians 12:7-10 – What was Paul’s contentment based upon?  How can recognizing our weaknesses bring about contentment?
1 Timothy 6:2b-10 – How does this passage speak against the false teaching that with Christianity comes prosperity and wealth?  How does true godliness teach us to view the things that the world has to offer?  See also Hebrews 13:5.

Revelation 14:12-13 – What is the relationship between contentment and rest on a day to day basis?  What is the eternal relationship?  

At Christmas we remember that God sent His son to give us forgiveness and peace and in him alone is contentment found!
