Hunger
In the Writings from the Wilderness devotion the writer speaks of different hungers that people have:

1) Hunger for pleasure

2) Hunger for accolades

3) Hunger for making a difference as part of community

What are some ways in which our “hungers” can turn inward?  At home?  At work?  At school?  At church?

How do you feel when you receive a compliment?  How do you feel when you receive criticism?

What advantages does focusing on community have over the first two?

What can be the weaknesses of that approach?

All of these hungers can be unbiblical if the focus is on exalting yourself or even the community over God.  In contrast to this the Apostle Paul shows the Corinthians the true attitude of a follower of Christ and points us towards a hunger that will be satisfy and satisfy.

1 Corinthians 4:1-5
In contrast to exalting self, what does the Apostle Paul should be the true attitude of a follower of Christ?  
If God is the ultimate judge of our motives (and there is no pulling the wool over His eyes), what effect should that have on:

· Our attitude in serving God?

· Our view of how God sees us?

· Our examination of not just the what but they why we do things (what are we truly hungering for)?

What are some ways in which our service within the church community can go astray?

1 Corinthians 4:6-7

A hungering for the servant life in Christ is rooted in what?

How does adding (legalism) or taking away from what is written (liberalism) show that we are hungering for a false sense of righteousness?

Read Psalm 25:4 – If you were to explain to someone what hungering for righteousness is in the Christian life, what would you say?

In contrast to the hungering of knowing God more deeply in Jesus Christ, Paul shows a different attitude that had befallen the Corinthians.  Read 1 Corinthians 4:8-13.

Compare and contrast the two attitudes.

Indeed, instead of seeking the accolades of men followers of Christ become the scum of earth and the refuse of the world.  How could that possibly bring satisfaction?
